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Art, Aesthetics and a Glimpse of Spirituality :2 nxyan—'n12wn

Indigenous aesthetics in India’s Northeast is paradoxically both old
and new. It is old in the sense that people’s association with their land
and embedded life is captured through different folk narratives (dance,
music and story) for ages. It is also new as influence of a global
language like English, and contemporary themes (nation, autonomy,
self-determination, gender) are visible in the narratives coming from
the region. Vernacular and English writings have indeed captured

different layers of everyday experiences across the region. The
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paradox is further reflected in few binaries often used like, tradition
versus modernity, oral versus literate, primitive versus cultured, and
pre-colonial versus post-colonial. The term ‘orature’ perhaps can
overcome these hierarchised divide. Orature, not as opposed to
literature, but representing a different genre of creative expression that
reflects embedded life-world of the indigenous community, as found
in the works of Ngugiwa Thiong’o, calls for close evaluation.

Two distinct forms — performance and poetry — are most originary to
understand these communities. Theatre performances of two directors,
Kanhailal and Ratan Thiyam, break those popular binaries and show a
fine blend of tradition, modernity and creativity. Kanhailal’s Pebet
shows helplessness to retain native values and cultural sensibility to
the onslaught of powerful alien cultures. Ratan Thiyam’s
Uttarpriyadarshi uses grand Buddhist narratives on the life of Emperor
Ashoka to newly address the problem of violence through use of
ethnic props. Poems of Temsula Ao, Thangjam Ibopishak, Mamang
Dai, Kympham Nongkynreih, Robin Singh Ngangom, too, show this
blend. Themes like violence, politics, homeland, freedom, gender, etc.
are used to capture the everyday experiences of the people. Nuanced
shift is also seen in the writings of women poets in the choice and
treatment of themes. But violence has remained a broad theme for
quite some time, be it Thangjam Ibopishak’s satire poem ‘I want to
die with an Indian bullet’ depicting the politics of nation narrative,
loyalty, and death, or Temsula Ao’s ‘These Hills called Home’

depicting a victim’s lamentation on the streams of violence in the

region by the forces of politics. One ceaseless voice that emerges with

each of these works is the drive to nurture life amidst the call of death.

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The present research arose out of the research dealing with the
concept of spirituality, which suggests that students in higher
education are deeply interested in the topic. However, not enough is
known about how students in higher education understand this
concept. The present research focused on the spiritual life of students
in a medium-sized campus in northern Israel. The purpose was to
conduct a pilot project to explore what affinity these students felt with
spirituality and what it meant to them. The salient questions were:
How do students living in the complex reality of Israel relate to
spirituality and how does spirituality provide them with a pathway to
meaning? Students from diverse backgrounds — men and women,
Jewish and Palestinian citizens of Israel, religious and secular —
participated in a qualitative study. A purposefully selected cohort of
fifty-two students first answered an open questionnaire, which was
followed up with semi-structured interviews with a core of ten
students. The emergent themes indicated a striking similarity of
understanding dominated by and clearly grounded in a "New-Age

like" perspective. The students were deeply reflective and were able to
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identify spirituality as an individual-centered, but not self-centered

journey.
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Focusing is an oriented psychotherapy that helps the client in the
process of self-discovery through interacting with his or her “bodily
felt sense.” It is also a valuable pedagogical practical tool that social
work students can apply as another clinical approach to working with
clients with a history of trauma and other problem issues. Thus,
teaching social work students through focusing invitations can help
them enhance their own self-care strategies and improve their social

work skills.
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This paper describes a qualitative study that assessed the effect of the
experience of a focusing invitation among 14 social work students
over a 14-lesson course. Students kept reflective diaries, which were
submitted anonymously and read and analyzed separately using

conventional thematic content analysis.

The qualitative analysis explored the influence of experiencing a
focusing invitation on social work students’ self-care and wellness. It
revealed four main themes: listening to the bodily presence, the body
as a source of knowledge, creation of meaning, and thinking in a new
way. The focusing invitation can be incorporated in social work
education, particularly in those parts of the curriculum devoted to the

professional use of self and patients.
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This paper argues that cosmopolitan education requires cultivating
trans-religious imaginary that would enable educators and students to

bond with groups and belong to spaces beyond their immediate
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vicinities in their nation states and communities of faith. Yet, it is
indeed a challenging task to do so, especially in cases of confessional
religious education. In the case of teaching Islam, to educate for
cosmopolitan capacities and sensibilities seems a far reaching goal, as
in many countries, Islam as a school subject is rendered as a version of
'character education' that focuses on the religious norms, civic virtues,
and personal qualities needed to function as a disciplined citizen,
while presenting it as individualized and depoliticized faith (Agbaria,
2012). Moreover, it is particularly challenging because it requires
theological moves without which it would be impossible for religious
education of Islam to be more deliberative, more open to critical
reflexivity, more accommodating of otherness, and more proactive in

line with values of justice, solidarity and care.

The development of a trans-religious imaginary depends thus not only
on curricular policies and politics, but also on accomplishing
theological moves that would naturalize and co-opt the religious
discourse on society and cosmopolitanism. In this regard, this paper
focuses entirely on charting, from a Muslim perspective, the
theological moves needed to transgress and transcendence central
dogmas of religious education towards the inclusion of cosmopolitan
knowledge, skills and values. Specifically, I will present three moves.
First, I will reclaim critical and dialogical voices in Sunni Muslim
conceptualizations of education. Second, I will underscore new
perspectives with regard to what does it mean to part of a Muslim

nation and a Muslim minority. Third, I will point to the increasing
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salience and influence of Muslim reformers who have been
reengaging with the main objectives of Shariah (Magqasid) to re-
articulate new common interests (Masaleh) that they seek to preserve
not only within the boundaries of the nation state but also in an
interconnected and interdependent world ( see more in Mandaville,

2014).

Accordingly, this paper will be organized into three parts. The first
part introduces the challenge of cosmopolitan education in religious
studies at the school level. Here, from a Muslim perspective, I will
highlight some of the tensions the might emerge when we educate
pupils to be religious and cosmopolitan, both. In the second part I will
introduce the three moves outlined above that are needed to reform
Muslim religious education in order to be more inclusive to
cosmopolitan capacities and sensibilities. In this part, I draw on major
works in Muslim educational thought (see more in Waghid, 2011), in
the doctrine of the Jurisprudence of Muslim Minorities (Figh al-
Aqilliyyat) (see more in Parray, 2012), and in the doctrine of the
Jurisprudence of the Goals of Islamic Law (Figh al- maqasid) (see
more in Ramadan, 2004 ) . The third part is a discussion that seeks to
explain how these moves would enable a new Muslim trans-religious

imaginary that would make cosmopolitan education possible.
